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INTRODUCTION

Silas Weir Mitchell was one of the leading medical men of the Ont ur y and dth
out standing American neurologisto (DSB). He
treatment of nervous disorders, incasading t
an original scientific researcher of great merit, whose best known papers included
investigations of gun shot wounds to nerves, the physiology of the cerebellum, and the
venoms of poisonous snakes. Simultaneously, he was a critically acclaimed and
conmmercially successful author, who published scores of literary works, including the
besselling novelHugh Wynne, Free Quakétr897). To residents of his native
Philadelphia, Mitchell was conspicuous in the social and cultural affairs of the city,
belongng to all of the prominent clubs, serving for over 30 years as trustee of the
University of Pennsylvania, and counting amongst his intimate friends the leading men
and women of his day.

This | arge collection documegatds t he mul t i y
productive life, including his work as a medical man, experimental researcher, poet, and
novelist, as well as his relations with colleagues, family, and friends. There are over
330 books, periodicals, and other printed items, including works whtdvitchell
and members of his family, books from Mitch
works. Of the printed materials, 48 items are inscribed by Mitchell, including 43
presentation copies of his own books. There are also 29 letters and atiuscnpt
items signed by Mitchell, plus five letters written to him, and handful of manuscript
items by other members of his family.

In addition, there are 256 original photographs (mostly cartes de visite and cabinet
cards) contained in four albums thegre owned and annotated by Mitchell or his family
members. This wonderful photographic archive includes images of Mitchell, his
relations, and a number of prominent Philadelphians. Two of the albums were owned by
Mi t ¢ hel | d4ndaw,dvianowg Llea Miahell, a noted actress who helped introduce
Ibsen to the Englisepeaking world, and contain signed photographs of Ibsen, George
Frederic Watts, and John Ruskin.

There is also an original watercolor painting by Joseph Lindon Smith with a
presentation ingiption to Mitchell; a bronze plague of Mitchell by noted sculptor,

Robert Tait McKenzie; a large portrait photograph of Mitchell signed by him; and two
of Mitchell 6s personal possessions: an oyst



Ofthe printed matesi| s, there are 174 books publishe
containing contributions by him, and over 50 issues of scientific and literary periodicals
with contributions by him. While we make no pretension of having assembled a
complete collection of hisrpi nt ed wor ks, this archive cont a
important scientific and literary productions. As yet, there is no comprehensive
bibliography of his works, aside from that which is to be found in BAL. This collection
contains multiple copies @ number of titles, representing numerous editions and
binding variants not recorded in BAL or elsewhere, as well as some of the rare original
dust wrappers.

Throughout, the collection emphasizes materials that are unique, or nearly so,
including inscriled copies of printed works, letters and other manuscript materials,
and original photographs. It thus offers an extraordinary array of materials that are
not duplicated by any of the existing Mitchell collections, and may be the most
important such collen ever to be offered for sale.

BIOGRAPHICAL

Silas Weir Mitchell, the son of Dr. John Kearsley and Sarah Matilda Henry Mitchell,
was born in Philadelphia in 1829. He entered the University of Pennsylvania in the class
of 1848, at the age of 15. By hiscend year, he was first in his class, but was forced to
withdraw the following term to assist his family during the illness of his father. In 1848,
he enrolled at Jefferson Medical College (where his father was a faculty member), and
obtained his M.D. ir1850. He spent the following year in Paris, where he studied with
Claude Bernard and Charles Philippe Robin, before returning to Philadelphia to work in
his fatherdds practice. He published his fir
electedto the Academy of Natural Sciences of Philadelphia the following year. In 1858,
his father died, and Mitchell took over the family medical practice. He continued his
scientific investigations and issued several more scientific papers before the Civil War.
These included a study of the blood crystal
upon the Venom of t heSmihaohianlCengilbuiokseaad (i ssued
Knowledge 1860).

During the Civil War, Mitchell served as a surgeon at Turners Lanpitdbs
Philadelphia, a 400ed army facility. This experience allowed him to make an extensive
study of nerve wounds and their treatment, and lead to two important monographs of
1864:Gunshot Wounds and Other Injuries of NerardReflex Paralysigbothof which
were cewritten by fellow army surgeons, G.R. Morehouse and W.W. Keen).

By 1865, Mitchell had returned to private practice, where, influenced by hismer
work, he focused on neurological problems. In 1870, he was appointed to the
Philadelpha Orthopedic Hospital for Nervous Diseases, where he treated patients and
instructed visiting physicians for over four decades. Despite workingjrgl as a
practicing physician, Mitchell found time to make varied and significant scientific
investigatios. From the end of the Civil War until the first decade of tﬁhe:aﬁlury, he
published over 100 articles and books on neurological subjects, but also made
contributions in toxicology, pharmacology, and physiology. Although his scientific

Beginning with his 1871 bookVear and TearMitchell began to lay before the
medi cal world his famous ARest Cureo for ne

and was hailed by European researchers, Sigmund Freud and Jean Martin Charcot. His
other important books to advance the concept of the rest curd-ategied Blood(1877),
Lectures on the Diseases of the Nervous System, Especially in \M&®8&); and
Clinical Lessons on Nervous Disea$#897).
In addition to his medical practice and scientific research, Mitchell was a professor at
the Philadelphia Polyclio and College for Graduates in Medicine. As a trustee of the
University of Pennsylvania, from 1875 until the time of his death, he worked to expand
facilities for medical instruction and to establish the school of hygiene. He was a fellow
and president ahe College of Physicians of Philadelphia, a member of the National
Academy of Science, and an honorary or corresponding member of a number of foreign
medical societies. He received honorary degrees from several prominent institutions,
including HarvardPrinceton, Jefferson Medical College, University of Edinburgh, and
the University of Bologna. His friends included some of the leading medical minds of
the era, including William Osler and W.H. Welch.
While his professional activities would have exhaustedenergies of most men,
Mitchell was also a prolific author of poetry, stories, and novels. Although his literary
works are not often read today, such was his success as an author during his lifetime that
his name would be still be remembered todayneviee had never treated a single
psychiatric patient or published a single scientific paper. Many of his works met with
popular acclaim, and he received critical praise from such leading men of letters as
William Dean Howells, George Meredith, James \inibb Riley, Oliver Wendell
Holmes, John Greenleaf Whittier, and James Russell Lowell.
His first literary appearance in a book came in 1864, Withe Chi | dcoendés Hou
written by Elizabeth Stevenson for the benefit of the Sanitary Commission. Three years
later, he published the first book under his own name, another juvEnda/Nonderful
Stories of FuBuz the Fly and Mother Grabem the Spiddis first published story, and

Mitchell was marriedo Mary Middleton Elwyn in 1858. She gave birth to two sons
before dying of diphtheria in 1862. In 1875, he remarrieJaoy Cadwalader (d.
1914). With her, he fathered a daughMaria Gouverneur Mitchell (b. 1876), who
died of diphtheria in 1898.

In addition to works by and about Mitchell, the collection contains a number of items
written by or concerning other members of his family, who were themselves noted
Philadelphians and may here be introduced.

John Kearsley Mitchell | (17931858), father ofilas Weir Mitchell, was also a
prominent physician. He was born in Shepherdstown, Virginia (present day West
Virginia), and educated in Scotland, where his father, also a doctor, was born. After
returning to America, he studied at the University of Pelwasya, and received his M.D.
in 1819. After working for a time in the Fa
Philadelphia in 1822 and marri€&arah Matilda Henry (b. 1800). He was appointed
lecturer at the Philadelphia Medical Institute in 1824, sufzkequently became chair of
chemistry at the school. In 1833, he became professor of chemistry at the Franklin
Institute, where he conducted important researches on carbonic acid. In 1841, he was
appointed professor of theory and practice at Jeffersonciledollege, and thereafter
devoted himself to medical pursuits. In addition to his teaching duties, he was a visiting
physician to the Pennsylvania Hospital and city hospitals, and was commended by the
city for his labors during the smallpox epidemicl825 and the cholera outbreak of
1832. He also published on various medi cal

John Kearsley Mitchell 1l (18591917), the eldest son of Silas Weir Mitchell,
followed three generatiortd family tradition and became a physician. He earned his
M.D. from the University of Pennsylvania in 1883 and became resident physician at the
Childrendéds Hospital of Philadelphia and at
he served at the Radelphia Orthopedic Hospital; first as an assistant to William Osler
and subsequently as a visiting surgeon. In 1895, he published an importanRsindye
Consequences of Injuries of the Nerves, and Their Treatmemhich he rexamined
patients teated by his father.
